It is appropriate to deliver an
Acknowledgement at the beginning of
an event, such as a meeting, speech or
formal occasion. An Acknowledgement
can be given by anyone, Aboriginal or
non-Aboriginal, who is participating in
the event. If known, you should
directly Acknowledge the name of the
Traditional Owner group of the land on
which you are meeting.
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
